The 2010 Midsouth Illustrator Contest

Please read carefully! There are several changes from last year!

Judge: Patti Ann Harris, Senior Art Director, Little, Brown Books for Young Readers

Participants: Any fully paid 2010 Midsouth Fall Conference attendee from any region. 

Limit: only one submission to only one of the three assignments per entrant, and only the first 20 illustrators to sign up on the online registration form will be accepted into the contest. 

Fee: There isn’t one. It’s free!

To enter: Patti Ann has sent 3 different assignments. Choose the one you want to illustrate. The artwork will be judged on the most publishable entry, and of course creativity and technique are always considered!
1. A cover illustration for an A B C picture book. The cover art can be done in any media but should be in a square trim of 10 x 10”. The letters A B C should be incorporated into the cover artwork. This cover art should appeal to a young reader.
2. A cover illustration for a historical non-fiction picture book. This cover art can depict a person, place or event from history and can be rendered in any media. The art should be done to an 11” wide x 8 1/2” tall trim.
3. A cover illustration that depicts a retelling of a fairy tale or a folk tale, again in any media done to a trim of  9” wide x 12” tall.
Entries must be anonymous and should have no identifying marks. 
Entries are to be mounted on foam core or mat board with a string attached for hanging.

Only the first 20 illustrators to sign up for the contest on the online registration form will be accepted into the Illustrator Contest. 

Do not send in your illustrations. Bring them to the conference; we will accept artwork entries during registration on Friday night, Sept. 24th from 6:30 to 7:30 p.m., and Saturday morning, Sept. 25th between 8:00 and 8:30 a.m.

Prizes: An amazing prize pack of goodies!

Winners will be announced on Sunday, September 26, 2010, at the Midsouth Fall Conference.
